BETWEEN:

WHEREAS:

29 May 2015 in a form approved by the Office of Rail and Road (“ORR")
pursuant to Section 18(7) of the Act, as amended by various supplemental
agreements each in a form approved by ORR pursuant to Section 22 of the
Act and subsequently assigned pursuant to Section 12{2} of the Railways Act
(2005) (which frack access contract as subsequently amended is hereafter
referred to as the “Contract”).

(B)  The parties now propose to ehter into this Supplemental Agreement in order {o
amendthe Contract as described herein.

IT IS HEREBY AGREED as follows:

i.  INTERPRETATION

In this Supplemental Agreement:

(A)

Words and expressions defined in and rules of interpretation set out in the
Contract’ shall have the same meaning and effect when used in this
Supplemental Agreement except where the context requires otherwise;

“Effective Date” means the later of:

(1} 02.00 on 21" May 2017 and

(2) the date upon which the ORR issues its approval pursuant to section 22
of the Act of the terms of this Supplemental Agreement.

EFFECTIVE DATE AND TERM

The amendments made to the Contract as set out in paragraph 3 of this
Supplemental Agreement shall have effect from the Effective Date and shall cease to
have effect on the Expiry Date or earlier termination of the Contract.

In Schedule 5; Table: 2.1 Passenger Train Slots shall be amended as shown in
Appendix 1 to this Supplemental Agreement.

No person who is not a party to this Supplemental Agreement shall have any right
under the Contracts (Rights of Third Parties) Act 1999 to enforce any term of this
Supplemental Agreement.

LAW

This Supplemental Agreement shall be governed by, construed and given effect to in
all respects in accordance with English law.

COUNTERPARTS

This Supplemental Agreement may be executed in any number of counterparts, each
of which when executed and delivered shall constitute an original, but all the
counterparts shall together constitute but one and the same instrument.
